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REPORTS AND INVESTIGATION

Many agencies strengthen the safety net supporting the well-being of  youth of
ages 0-21. The County of Sonoma Human Services Department alone invested
$1.2 Million in child abuse prevention services in 2022. 

The following data offers a picture of the wide scope and impact of local child
welfare and protection programs and services, including:
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individual youth and Non-Minor Dependents were in foster care at
some time during 2022. They were cared for by foster families and
relatives, in Short-Term Residential Therapeutic Program or Regional
Center Homes, or in transitional homes for youth going to school or
working.
